Persian Qanat System
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INLET ZONE

Hot air from outside enters through the Inlet

Zone, where factors like wind pressure and

temperature differentials influence the heat
dynamics.

Inlet zone
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HEAT EXCHANGE ZONE

Through the strategic deployment of sprinklers, the
system expands the water surface area, maximising
heat transfer capabilities.

Grey waste water

VENT ZONE

Vents leading to the outside environment are
equipped with movable openings and upward
fans. The airflow from the outside into the heat
exchanger, facilitated through these vents, can be
regulated by adjusting the openings.

Air Shaftzone

AIR SHAFT ZONE

It ensures uniform airflow distribution across all
rooms by integrating finely crafted air ducts and
strategically positioned vents.
